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Medical consultations and pharmacies

In France you must choose a GP (médecin traitant): the GP provides
patients with routine care and preventive treatment and sends
them to a specialist if need be. The GP is your first port of call if

you are ill.

A consultation with a GP costs between 23 and 28 €, part of
which is reimbursed by student Social Security.
A consultation with a specialist costs between 25 and 90 €,

part of which can be reimbursed.

Generally, in France, you have to make an appointment to
see a doctor. Usually, you have to wait a few days to have an
appointment with a general practitioner, sometimes several
months for a specialist. But some doctors consult without an
appointment (you must check beforehand).

on prescription.
